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The work begins with the search for materials, which are industrial products and can be found 

in stores, cheap enough to be bought in large amounts - tape, plastic sheets, paint, labels. I 

look at the materials as to what they can become: the tape can become a brushstroke, the 
labels can become circles of color – the materials no longer obey the logic of use that was 

given to them in the universes they were intended for (the universe of office supplies, the 

universe of school) and become color, form, density, along with the reflections of the plastic 

sheets.
